are TROõs?  They are legal 

documents which are issued by 

Suffolk County Council made to control 

or restrict the movement or waiting of 

traffic ie double/single yellow lines; 

loading bays; one-way streets.   

These changes arise through informa-

tion from the general public, emergency 

services, or a history of accidents and a 

review is called for. Consultations with 

SCC Highways, local Councillors, resi-

dents, town councils and legal repre-

sentatives are carried out before a TRO 

is made legal and binding. Currently 15 

TROõs for Beccles are undergoing the 

final legal processes before implemen-

tation in the following areas:
